Prior to working with O2 in 2000, Bradley was Head of Technology at BBC Online, in charge of all 

interactive and online development. His work at the BBC made it the largest portal and interactive 

content publisher in Europe. 

His international career 

plus multi-industry background give him a unique insight into the issues modern businesses face 

when trying to balance the technology equation.
